This past summer, after a year of planning and 
preparation, 21 students from Drew School and 
Lick-Wilmerding High School travelled three 
hours from the capital of Senegal, Dakar to live in 
the small rural village of  Keur Sadaro.  Immersed 
in Senegalese daily life, art, culture, music and 
religion, these students worked with their heads, 
hearts, and hands on projects designed to help 
the village and school of Keur Sadaro.

The Senegal Service Learning Project is now 
about to launch the second trip in its 3 year 
commitment with the village and school of Keur 
Sadaro.
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The next phase of this project will take 
place in June of 2009. A committee of Keur 
Sadaro community leaders, women, and 
school officials are currently refining the 
list of projects for next summer.  Projects 
include:

• Refinish the concrete floors and reno-
vate the blackboards, tables, benches 
and cabinets of the village school, $5000

• Fencing and planting of a school gar-
den, $1500

• Installation of plumbing, cabinets and 
beds in the clinic, $2000

• Building a women’s resource center 
including a sewing room to house the six 
machines donated last year, $5000

• More solar lighting for the public 
spaces in Keur Sadaro, $5000

$18,500

Keur Sadaro Projects
Led by Drew’s Dean of Faculty Jacques Cusin, 
teachers from Drew School and Lick-Wilmerd-
ing High School have designed a program with 
the village leaders to bring American students 
to learn about Senegal and share skills to the 
benefit of the village community.   The follow-
ing were projects completed last year:

• Irrigation of a garden for the benefit of the 
school

• Restoration of a former Peace Corps building: 
The building was restored, cleaned and painted 
for use as a clinic. They also installed solar LED 
based light

• Solar lighting for the public spaces in Keur 
Sadaro

• Collaborated with Green Wi-Fi to train stu-
dents and teachers to use the “One Laptop Per 
Child” laptops, 40 of which were donated to 
the community

• Collaborated with Green Wi-Fi to help bring 
wireless internet to the school

• Repaired the leaking school roof

• Repaired all school desks

• Established a community tool lending center 
and taught classes on how to use the tools

• Collected data about the health needs of the 
village

• Collaborated with a U.S. doctor with supply-
ing the clinic with medication and teaching 
local healers and midwives how to use the 
medication 

• Collaborated with a U.S. doctor to treat pa-
tients
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
